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Valve Exercising

Every water distribution system has valves that regulate, stop, or start the flow of water. Being able to operate
these valves at a moments notice is extremely important. In emergency situations sections of water mains may
need to be shut down in a moments notice. When these valves are not used for long periods of time they may
become seized up from corrosion or debris. When this occurs the valve becomes inoperable causing larger areas
to be affected in the emergency. With that being said the City of Nevada is planning to valve exercise between
September 14 and 18. This program will consist of locating all valves in the distribution system. Each valve has
what is called a valve box; this pipe structure is usually flush with the ground surface. We will be cleaning any
debris from the valve boxes and then operating the valves. After we complete the program, we will repair any
valves we find to be inoperable. This program is very vital to help maintain the useful life and operation of the
water system valves. If you have any questions about this program that is being implemented please do not
hesitate to call 382-2074. As always your water department is dedicated to protecting your health along with the
environment.

Nevada Trickling Filter Rehabilitation Project

Design work for the Wastewater Treatment Facility (WWTF) Trickling Filter Rehabilitation project is ongoing. The
engineer, Howard R. Green Company, anticipates 90% completion documents in mid-August with final design
completion in early September. Bidding is anticipated to take place in the fall. The construction schedule for this
project will be during the winter months of 2009-2010 with a process startup in the spring.

The Trickling Filter Rehabilitation project will involve the removal of the rock media and underdrain system inside the
105-foot diameter trickling filter and replacing it with a plastic media and new underdrain system. New forced air
ventilation will be installed. The other major portion of the work includes replacing the rotating arm assembly inside
the trickling filter which distributes the wastewater to the process. The trickling filter is located at the south end of the
wastewater treatment facility.

These improvements are needed because the media and under-drain system was installed in the early 60's and is
deteriorating. The distributor arms were installed in the mid 80's and also are showing signs of deterioration,
generally 20 years is the life expectancy of this type of equipment.

Fall Story Times — Sign up at the library or call 382-2628

Sign your child up for story times at the Nevada Public Library. Story times start again the
week of September 28. Children younger than 4 years must have caregiver with them
during story time. Sessions will include:

e Babes in Arms. This is a new program designed for expectant parents and parents
and their infants or pre-walkers. (program lasts approximately %z hour) Wednesdays at
11:00 am. Parents are a baby’s first and most important teacher. In this pre-literacy
program, parents will playfully interact with their infants and will learn rhymes, finger plays,
songs and lullabies. Handouts are provided.

e Toddlers (1 and 2 year olds). (program lasts approximately 15 minutes) Tuesdays at
11:00 am OR Thursdays at 11:00 am. The Toddler program has lots of movement, songs, rhymes and finger
plays, all of which help a child prepare to become a strong reader.

e Preschoolers (3 years and up). (program lasts approximately %2 hour) Thursdays at 10:00 am OR Fridays
at 10:30 am. This program includes lots of stories, songs, and activities that will reinforce concept learning
necessary for reading.

After School (K through 5™ grade). Tuesdays 3:30 to 4:30. The After School programs will feature a little
snack, read-alouds and a variety of activities including kid science, movement, board games, puppet play and
crafts. Sign up is required. Any time school is cancelled or dismissed early due to bad weather, after school
story times will also be cancelled.

The responsible person
must remain in the building until the conclusion of the program or leave emergency instructions and cell phone
numbers with the library staff and be back at the library prior to the conclusion of the program. A responsible
person must be in at least the 5 grade.
